In connection with the advertising agency business of our consolidated subsidiary, BIGLOBE Inc., and its subsidiary, G-Plan, Inc. (hereinafter collectively referred to as "the
Subsidiaries"), we confirmed suspicions of inappropriate transactions conducted by employees of these subsidiaries. Consequently, we determined that it was necessary to
conduct a more specialized and objective investigation to clarify the factual background and causes. On January 14, 2026, we established a Special Investigation Committee,
composed of external lawyers and certified public accountants. We tasked the committee with clarifying the facts of the matter, examining the existence and amount of any
impact on our consolidated financial statements, confirming whether any similar incidents have occurred, analyzing the causes, and recommending measures to prevent
recurrence.Subsequently, as announced in the "Notice Regarding Receipt of Investigation Report from the Special Investigation Committee on Suspected Inappropriate
Transactions at a Consolidated Subsidiary and Our Future Response" dated March 31, 2026, it was confirmed that inappropriate transactions had taken place in the
advertising agency business of the Subsidiaries. Based on these findings, we have restated our previously filed Annual Securities Reports and other disclosures. Accordingly,
we are also revising the performance figures of Data Book for the corresponding past fiscal years.

Please note that these corrections also include revisions for items that were previously not corrected because they were deemed immaterial at the time of disclosure.
